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Arts Therapy

The School of Society and Arts at Ono Academic College trains professionals
in Creative Arts Therapies, equipping them with the skills to integrate into various
educational, therapeutic, and rehabilitative settings.

To ensure a high standard of professional preparation, the following prerequisites are

required for the degree:

» Academic Knowledge: Candidates must submit official certifications for completed
psychology studies.

® Artistic Background and Experience: Proof of necessary artistic training and
experience must be provided to fulfill prerequisite requirements.

» Required Prerequisites: Candidates who did not complete the relevant coursework
during their undergraduate studies-or who have completed psychology credits that do
not meet the minimum requirement-must complete these necessary courses prior to the
start of the academic year.

Psychology Prerequisites

1. Preparatory Courses (Minimum required grade: 80)

& Introduction to Psychology - 2 Credits » Psychopathology B — 2 Credits
» Developmental Psychology A — 2 Credits » Research Methods - 2 Credits
» Developmental Psychology B - 2 Credits » Psychophysiology — 2 Credits
& Personality Theories — 2 Credits & Statistics — 2 Credits
Candidates required to complete these prerequisites should contact
admissions@ono.ac.il to register.

Courses are conducted through independent study,
concluding with a final examination for each subject.

Support sessions will be held for the
Psychophysiology and Personality Theories
courses. These sessions will focus on key learning
materials and provide guidance on exam preparation.




The exam is administered via WhizzAl, an Al-based exam management
system. To protect academic integrity and per institutional policy, the system
monitors the exam by recording your face and your screen.

Before the exam, please ensure the following:

Use the Google Chrome browser, as the system runs most reliably on it.
You must use a desktop or laptop computer. The system does not support
tablets, iPads, or mobile phones.

Verify your camera works by opening your device’s camera application before
launching the exam.

Use only one camera (either your built=in laptop camera or an external
webcam).

Open your browser settings and ensure camera access is allowed for the
exam website.

Disconnect any additional or external monitors. You may only use

one screen.

Do not open or enter Zoom during the exam.

When you reach the screen-sharing prompt, a window
will pop up with three options:

Entire Screen, Window, and Tab.

Select the first option: Entire Screen. (Do not choose
Window or Tab, as this will cause system errors).
Click directly on the square preview box
of your screen that appears in the window.
Once you click the preview box, the Share
button will turn blue/become enabled.
Click Share to successfully begin the
exam.
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Students are eligible to take up to two exam sessions. Moed A and Moed B.
72 hours after Exam A, Exam B will become available to you.

Students are entitled to two exam sessions per course
(Moed A and Moed B). Please note that the most recent grade is the final and determining
grade. No additional exam dates will be provided.

Candidates must provide documentation of 300 hours of formal
instruction in a relevant art field. Qualifying hours must be

from an accredited academic, professional, or artistic
institution. In addition, candidates must demonstrate
200 hours of informal art hours or submit a
comprehensive professional portfolio in the
relevant artistic field.

Candidates must complete 300 hours of formal study in painting, sculpting, or
drawing. These hours must be conducted at an institution recognized by the Ministry
of Education, the Ministry of Culture, or the Council for Higher Education.

Applicants must attach official certificates indicating total credit hours, along with

a syllabus or detailed course description.

In addition 200 hours of informal artwork may be accumulated across various artistic
disciplines, including: photography, design, digital media, woodwork, metalwork, collage,
ceramics, jewelry making, textile art, calligraphy, printmaking, or animation. A maximum
of 56 hours may be submitted from any single discipline.

Hours must be completed through a recognized institution or a private instructor who holds
a teaching certificate, is a member of the Association of Painters and Sculptors, oris an
active exhibiting artist.

You must provide a signed confirmation from the instructor, including their credentials,
a breakdown of study hours, and a syllabus or course content.

Portfolio Submission

In addition to the required hours, candidates must submit
a digital portfolio (PowerPoint or PDF) containing 15
original works.

The portfolio should reflect the candidate’s diverse
exposure to different art fields.

For each of the 15 works, you must clearly state:
Size

Materials Used

Title of the work

A brief description (2-3 explanatory sentences)

Submission Instructions:

Please upload your work to the dedicated section of your
student portal.

Once submitted, you will receive a confirmation email,
followed by a notification once your work is approved.

Important Clarifications

All 500 hours must be completed through in-person
instruction; online or remote learning will not be
accepted.

All submitted hours and documentation are subject to
final review and approval by the College.
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
